	FREEDOM OF THE TOWN FOR THE RIFLES REGIMENT

Further to the resolution of Council on 24th November 2010 Members discussed the granting of the Freedom of the Town to the Rifles Regiment.

The meeting was advised that under the Local Government Act 1972 s249 as amended by the Local Democracy, Economic Development and Construction Act 2009 s29 the Town Council had the power to grant the Freedom of the Town to the Rifles Regiment and that freedom must be granted at a meeting specially convened for that purpose and that the meeting this evening had been properly convened for such purpose.  Members were further advised that a motion to grant the Freedom of the Town must be passed by two thirds of the Members present and voting. 

Members considered the deliberations and resolution of Council on 24th November 2010 and the arguments for and against the granting of the Freedom of the Town to the Rifles Regiment and the links between the Town and the Regiment.
RESOLVED:

That under the powers of the Local Government Act 1972 s249 as amended by the Local Democracy, Economic Development and Construction Act 2009 s29 with regard to the admission of Honorary Freemen and Honorary Freewomen that the Rifles Regiment be so admitted and granted the Freedom of the Town of Chepstow.

There were 9 Members voting for the motion, 1 against and 2 abstentions.  The Clerk confirmed that the motion had been passed by two thirds of those voting as required by the 1972 and 2009 Acts.
