  Reason(s):

(1) The Town Council notes that Mount Way currently comprises of detached dwellings 

      on generous landscaped plots and therefore considers that the large scale extension to

      this dwelling in this location to be out of character and detrimental to the visual 

      amenity of the Close.

(2)  The Town Council is concerned that the removal of substantial trees and banking on 

       the site may affect the structural integrity of surrounding dwellings.

(3) The Town Council is concerned at the implications for sewage/drainage as it 

      understands that sewers currently run under the site.

(4) The Town Council notes that 1 Mount Way is within the Archeologically Sensitive 

        Area, and therefore highlights the need for an archaeological survey of the site.

With regard to the issue of tree felling on the site of the Ruffets, a Member questioned whether the necessary consents had been obtained from the Forestry Commission.  It was noted that the volume of trees felled was not large enough to require Forestry Commission consent. 

The meeting considered Monmouthshire County Council’s response to the Town Council’s request for an enforcement “Stop Notice” to be issued in respect of The Ruffets development to facilitate proper consultation on any amendments to the approved planning application prior to further works being undertaken.

The meeting was disappointed by the tone and content of the County Council’s response and noted that local residents had been “disadvantaged” for several years by quarrying and building activity on the site.  The meeting also confirmed that it had not been the Town Council’s intention to “punish” the developer, but rather to “facilitate proper consultation on any amendments to the approved planning application prior to further works being undertaken.”
