2. The Town Council considers that the conversion of this moderately sized semi 

    detached dwelling into 2 x 2 bed flats raises noise transmission issues and will 

    adversely impact on the privacy and peaceful enjoyment of the adjoining property.

3. The Town Council considers that proposals to remove the front lawn and lay concrete 

    in order to provide a car parking area for 4 vehicles are inappropriate.  The Town Council 
    notes that there are particular drainage/sewage concerns in this area of Strongbow 

    Road which will be exacerbated by this development and the removal of this lawned area.
