	Christmas Switch On Event 2008

The provisional timetable and arrangements for the 2008 Christmas Switch On Event were outlined.

It was noted that Craig Downes had undertaken to arrange and timetable the musical contribution for the Switch On Event.
The Chairman advised that Chepstow Round Table had offered to donate apples and mince pies and that Tesco Express at Thornwell had offered a tray of apples and a tray of oranges.
Cllr Havard undertook to confirm the quantity of mince pies and apples to be donated by the Round Table.

With regard to marshalling arrangements the Clerk advised that the Round Table had agreed to provide sufficient marshals to accompany Santa but the Town Council would need to identify two marshals to carry flares.  Councillor Heywood and the Clerk agreed to carry the flares.  
Members agreed that new flares should be purchased for use at the Switch On Event.
With regard to the actual switching on of the lights, the meeting was advised that the switch on would be co-ordinated and activated by Soundbase UK but that an additional five helpers would be required and these needed to be identified by the Town Council.  Cllr Heywood undertook to recruit the additional help required.

	Summer Flowers 2009

The meeting reviewed hanging basket and floral display requirements for 2009.  Members concluded that the Town Council should continue to provide hanging baskets on the same lamp columns and public buildings used for Summer 2008, thus the Town Council would fund the purchase and watering of 205 x 16” baskets and 

21 x 18” baskets.  In order to avoid any surplus in baskets arising, the Clerk undertook to ensure that no baskets for businesses were ordered from the nursery without prior confirmation of requirement from individual businesses. 
In 2009 the Town Council would also fund displays and watering for: 22 x 23” and 

2 x 32” Amberol baskets; 5 x troughs for Welsh Street; 24 x troughs for the Old Wye Bridge and War Memorial; 3 x geranium planters; 6 x two tier barrels; and, 88 standard barrels.  However, the troughs on the window ledges of the Gatehouse would be discontinued as it had become apparent that they were causing damage to fabric of the building.
